Eligibility Requirements for Young Leaders

· Age 18-25 as of January 1, 2010.

· U.S. citizen, permanent resident of the U.S., or current student at a U.S. university or college. 

· Strong interest in social justice issues, particularly those relating to people of color, human rights and community development.  Those with an interest in a career in social justice, development and human rights will be highly considered. 

· The ability to face change and challenges in a mature manner.  

· The ability to work with individuals from different backgrounds.

· Demonstrated interest in actively participating in all of the activities of the program, a strong desire to learn and serve, and a desire to share the One World experience with others upon return to the U.S. 

· Ability to raise the necessary funds to cover the program fee and other costs associated with participation in the program. 
The One World participation fee is $3,500 per participant. This covers roundtrip transportation from Washington DC to the host country, housing, medical evacuation insurance, training sessions, and a food and bottled water stipend.  The program fees do not include the cost of vaccinations or visas. 
Eligibility Requirements for Group Leaders

· Age 26-35 as of January 1, 2010.

· U.S. citizen, permanent resident of the U.S., or current student at a U.S. university or college. 

· Demonstrated experience in social justice, particularly regarding issues related to people of color, human rights and community development.  Those with an interest in a career in social justice, development and human rights will be highly considered. 

· Demonstrated leadership ability, including the ability to show initiative, trouble-shoot issues as they arise, and face challenges in a mature manner. 

· Demonstrated experience living in and traveling to developing countries, and interacting with diverse groups.

· Experience working with youth, especially ages 18-25, in a teaching or mentoring role preferred.
· Experience facilitating seminars, workshops and/or retreats preferred.


Application Process

Upon the selection committee receiving and reviewing applications, potential participants will be notified about their acceptance into the program following a telephone interview process.  Invited participants will be expected to make a commitment to participate in the program within 24 hours of being invited to join and each participant will be required to provide a non-refundable deposit of $500 to hold a space in the program no later than two weeks after accepting to participate. If a participant is unable to furnish the entire $500 within two weeks of acceptance, One World will contact the participant to develop a fundraising strategy. However, please note that until the deposit is paid, space in the program is not guaranteed. 
You must submit the following to be considered for participation in a delegation:

1) A completed application (attached).

2) A one-page personal statement which highlights your commitment to and work toward social justice issues, and any other experiences that would be relevant to participation in One World.  For Group Leader applicants, the personal statement should also address your leadership abilities. 

3) A current resume detailing your experience and qualifications.

4) The names, numbers and addresses of three people who have agreed to provide references for you.  One of these individuals can be the same person that provides the written recommendation.
5) One written letter of recommendation.  Recommendations should be emailed to One World. The letter should be from a professor, advisor or employer.

6) A recent photo.
